4.2 Center Post Installation and Operation

4.2.1 Center Post 1.8in Installation
(Standard Post, Volt Post, Shorty Post, Super Post)

Changing center post position:
1. Open the post clamp lever.

2. Slide or pull the inner post to the desired
position.
